MINUTES OF MEETING HELD ON 18th APRIL 2011

Chairman’s welcome – Mrs Purnell welcomed all present and expressed the sympathy and condolences of all members of SPIOTA to Mrs Helen Noble upon the passing of her Husband.

Matters arising from the minutes of the previous meeting.

1. Weedspraying – This is going ahead

2. Litter – The letter sent to the Asst Chief Constable was read out. Mrs Brown asked why no-one is ever fined by the police. It was agreed that PC McFarlane had been most effective in bringing about co-operation from the comprehensive school. Fred Lee had rung the Co-op about the litter behind their premises.  The area manager returned the call and the pallets have been removed but other litter still abounds. It was proposed that a litter pick at the co-op might be arranged.

3. Watering rota – Frank Cuthbert has worked on a provisional rota – he has 11 people at the moment, but one or two more possible. A.O.B. Wilf Turnbull wishes to resign from the River Leven Group – volunteers are sought for the secretary’s position. It was suggested that we write to the R. Leven group offering our help when they attack the problem of the Himalayan balsam which we understand is their intention.
