In the absence of Chairman Linda, Mike Irving presided over the meeting.

Matters Arising from the previous meeting -  With regard to the state of the Co-op car park and surrounding shrubbery  it was noted that the company  puts the litter clearance and maintenance out to tender occasionally.  Fred Lee has agreed to contact someone in Head Office in a higher position, and to register our disappointment at the state of the area, especially in view of the effort being made by the rest of the town to have Stokesley at its most attractive in time for the Jubilee.  The secretary will write to the Stokesley branch and also request the Parish Clerk to do the same.  The matter will also be included in our press release.

2. The Newcastle Building Society will present the idea of sponsorship of the library bed to Head Office.  The Stokesley manageress gave a provisional OK and we have also received an OK from Broadacres.

Returning to the agenda – 

1. The opening of the ziggurat – Procedure – Linda will speak first followed by George who, representing the people of Stokesley, will officially hand over to SPIOTA a symbolic golden watering can.  The dedication to Wilf will be made .

Treasurer’s Report

Eric has also been in touch with our insurers to ascertain our position in view of the value of the new ziggurat.

Chairman Mike thanked Frank for once again working on the watering rota for the summer.   He also thanked George for sowing the original seed for the new ziggurat last summer and helping the further progress of the idea.  

The planting of the tubs will take place on Saturday 26th May and the boxes will be assembled at Rainbow on Thursday 24th.  The newly filled troughs for the ziggurat will be put in place on June 2nd at 8.45 a.m. weather permitting, or the previous evening if necessary.

The Coffee Morning in August – we are reminded that on this occasion we shall be providing the tombola prizes ourselves.
